Year 3 visit to SeaCity Museum, Southampton – Friday 2nd February 2024 
   
Our topic next term will be the Titanic.  In order to support and enhance the children’s learning, I have planned 
a visit to the Titanic exhibition at Southampton’s SeaCity Museum.
